ISC 11U-12U Rewards Indoor League Information,

The players who choose to participate in the 2025-2026 ISC 11U-12U INDOOR Rewards
program must:

1) Meet all practice, tournament, and league game requirements as required by all 11U-12U

AND

Advanced Year-Round ISC players.

They must also meet an increased practice attendance requirement during the months
from November-middle of March. Players that register for the ISC 11U-12U Rewards
must practice 3 times per week during all practice weeks from November through the
middle of March. (Thanksgiving week and the 2-week winter break are not considered
practice weeks during the indoor period.) (The players that are enrolled in the
OUTDOOR REWARDS PROGRAM, do not need to duplicate the practice requirement
if they already met the requirement for the outdoor season.)

In addition, of those 3 required practices per week, 1 practice per week must be “super
skills,” one must be a team practice, and the other practice can be with another team or
another “super skills” practice.

In addition, all ISC Rewards players must play in both sessions of their assigned age
group league which means BAGIL BITES for BOYS and BAGIL BITES for girls. Non-
rewards players must play in only one session of the indoor league, but Rewards players
must play in BOTH sessions of their age group league in addition to the ISC 11U-12U
REWARDS INDOOR LEAGUE. Regular attendance is required for your age group
league. A Rewards player cannot simply register for both sessions of their age group
league and then attend those games infrequently.

Register and play in BOTH SESSIONS OF the ISC 11U-12U REWARDS INDOOR
LEAGUES. The games will be played in the HTRC on the Hawkeye Turf and the



players in the Rewards league will play 1, 50 minute league game each week except for
the weeks when we are on Thanksgiving break, winter break, and of course no games
will be held during the Bubble Blowout weekend.

5) If you enroll in the ISC Rewards Program you must play in at least 5 of the 8 Rewards
games in each session. If more than 8 games are scheduled, you do not need to attend
more than 5 games.

REWARDS FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:
1) What is the additional cost?
There are 2 additional costs:

A) Additional Rewards Uniform Fee. The Rewards Uniform can be found on the
Soccer.com site and can be ordered directly. (Obviously if you played in the outdoor
Rewards program, you do not need to purchase another Rewards uniform.)

2) Additional Fee for ISC INDOOR REWARDS LEAGUE FOR 11U-12U SCRAMBLE
LEAGUE.

3) How does the ISC REWARDS SCRAMBLE LEAGUE WORK?

Players in the ISC REWARDS PROGRAM will be assigned to a team each week. If the
team that they are assigned to wins a game, the players on that team are assigned 3 points.
If the team that they are assigned to loses the game, the players on the team are assigned 0
points. If the team that they are assigned to ties the game, all players are assigned 1 point.
Each player’s points will be tracked each week and the top 5 players in the standings will
be listed on the website each week. At the end of the season, the players in the top 3 spots
in the league will be recognized.

4) Is there a separate tryout process for the ISC 11-12U INDOOR Rewards program?

We do not select by ability for this program. Those players that are willing to make a much
greater time commitment to practice and are supported by their parents in doing so will be
included in the program.

The requirements to participate in the 11U-12U Rewards program are significant and players
should not register without careful consideration. It will take a great commitment also on the
parental part because all Rewards participants must play in both sessions of their age group
league and must also at the same time participate in the Rewards Scramble Indoor league. This



means a lot of driving to the HTRC during the winter months. | have separated
the Rewards sessions into session 1 and 2 but if you participate you must play in
both Rewards sessions also.

The dates and times for session 1 are listed below. The cost for session 1 is $90 per player for 8
games. The games are 50 minutes long, which is 5 minutes longer than the normal league
games.
